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2- Attach all documents related to the goods such as bill
of lading and lists and be detailed in terms of type,
value, country of origin, factory name and tariff item.
(HS CODE)

3-The approval of the authorities responsible for
making such as the Ministry of the Interior, Defense,
Trade, Industry, Media, Environment and Health
according to the type of imported goods.

4- The Bahrain Customs shall have the right to open
the parcels in the cases of any suspicious item found,
which is not allowed to enter into the Kingdom of
Bahrain or imported item is different type of goods
from the lists submitted.

5- The guarantor or supervisor of the exhibition shall
re-export all goods imported into the Kingdom and
in case of non-shipment of any goods for which the
customs duties shall be charged.

R Procedures for re-export of goods:

1- Match the goods with the entry lists.

2- Authentication of the customs declaration and lists by
the concerned customs officer.

3- Sealed with customs stamp to ensure goods arrival
to the customs port according to the nature of goods,
and under the supervision of customs with security
escort if necessary; and under a transit license.

4- Approval of the transfer license to the customs officer
of the opposition to receive from the port sent to him
through the Horizon program (automatically).

5-In the case of non-shipment of any of the goods
offered, the customs duties shall be paid at the port
of entry and according to the value mentioned in the
lists submitted.

mProvision of customs officers:

The customs authorities shall provide a specialized
team of customs officers who have the experience and
competence to work in the exhibition and are located
on the site according to what is agreed upon with the
organization that pays the expenses of their presence.
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
